RDSO conducted Glaucoma Screening Camp

A Glaucoma Screening Camp was conducted by Dr. Satish Kumar and his team at
RDSO Hospital on 22nd March 2025 under the guidance and leadership of Dr. Kamal
Kishore, PCMO.
