RDSO contributing to Special Campaign 4.0

Under the Special Campaign 4.0 of Government of India, RDSO is making significant
contribution in promoting cleanliness and reducing the backlog of pending works in the offices
and ensuring timely resolution of pending administrative matters.

In alignment with the government’s vision for a cleaner and healthier work environment,
RDSO has undertaken an extensive cleanliness campaign across all its offices, and laboratories.
This includes the thorough cleaning of office spaces, laboratories, as well as the safe disposal of
obsolete and non-functional equipment. Under the campaign, emphasis has also been given in
maintaining hygiene in common areas such as restrooms, meeting rooms, and corridors also,
ensuring that RDSO's workplace meets high standards of sanitation. To meet this, 98 offices and
113 sites were cleaned in RDSO, 22638 kg of scrap was disposed and a Space of 4735 Sq. ft.
was freed after the disposal of scrap for better management of space. The Office scrap disposal
also generated revenue of Rs. 975975/- to RDSO.

Focusing also on reduction of pending files under the Special Campaign 4.0, RDSO has
been actively working towards its records management, thus reducing paper clutter and making
files easily accessible. A total of 10780 physical files and 1532 e-files have been reviewed for
efficient management of records. This has allowed for quicker processing of important
administrative works, ensuring that no task is delayed.

The work being done by RDSO under Special Campaign 4.0 reflects the organisation's
commitment to improve internal processes, promote a cleaner and more efficient workplace, and
create a transparent, accountable and sustainable work culture. Special Campaign 4.0 will be run
by the Government of India throughout the year and RDSO will continue to contribute to make it
a complete success.
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
